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The papers should be written for the Symposium audience, which will consist principally of working level engineers who are responsible for developing, managing, and implementing inservice testing programs at current and future nuclear power plants. 

2. Paper Format and Length
The paper must have a title, abstract, introduction, body, conclusion, and references where applicable.  The title should be on the first line of the document, with the author's name and affiliation immediately following.  The title shall be Arial 14 point bold and centered.  The section headings shall be Arial 12 point bold.  The main text font shall be 11 point Arial.  Single space the lines and left justify each paragraph with a blank line between paragraphs.  Left and right margins shall be 1 inch.  The top and bottom margins are also 1 inch.  Footnotes shall be Arial 9 pt.  Indent the text of footnotes to align with the first letter of the first line of text.  All quoted material must have a reference.  All referenced documents must be available to the public and their description sufficient to enable a reader to obtain a copy.  References not meeting such criteria may be deleted with the text modified accordingly.  All acronyms and abbreviations must be spelled out when first used in the paper.  It is an NRC policy to use SI units; therefore, all units should be in SI with US customary units in brackets (e.g., 2.54 cm [1 in.]) but authors may use their judgment in applying this recommendation to ensure clarity.  Page numbers, headers, or footers should not be included in the electronic file of the paper.  However, the hard copy of the paper must have page numbers for editor use.  Footnotes and endnotes are allowed if necessary to explain a concept, but endnotes may not be used to identify references.  The authors are responsible for ensuring the accuracy of technical content, statements in the paper, spelling, and grammar.  The length of the paper should not exceed 20 pages. 

3. Photographs and Drawings
Electronic images of photographs and drawings may be submitted in either "TIF" or "jpg" format.  Resolution of at least 300 dpi is preferred.  Photographs and drawings should be in black & white format.  Color photographs and drawings will lose quality and detail when reproduced in black & white.  Text should not be placed within a frame.  Tables and figures should be attached to the end of the paper. 

4. Paper Submittal – Rough Timeline
Papers should be prepared in Microsoft Word.  

5. Late Papers
If a paper is late, the author must bring copies to distribute at the Symposium.  The copies should be given to the Symposium registration personnel.  The Session Chair will inform the author of the number of required copies prior to the Symposium. 

6. Original Work
The papers must be original (i.e., not previously published or presented).  However, portions of papers used at other conferences may be incorporated into Symposium papers if new material is included. 

7. Right of Rejection
If a paper is deemed inappropriate for inclusion in the Symposium proceedings (e.g., the paper is written to promote a product or service rather than to provide information), the NRC and ASME reserve the right to reject the paper or to include a prominent disclaimer at the beginning of the paper.  Session Chairs will be notified if there is a problem with a paper and the author may make adjustments if time allows.  If a paper is deemed not appropriate for the proceedings, the Track Chair will be informed and the author may bring copies to the Symposium for distribution.  Handouts of such papers may not include any affiliation with "NRC" or "ASME." 

8. Symposium Proceedings
The "proceedings" of the Symposium will be released to the public; therefore, papers may not be copyrighted.  If a portion of a paper is from material that has already been copyrighted, permission from the holder of the copyright, in writing, must be provided to the NRC.  Information that is proprietary cannot be included in the Symposium proceedings.  If such information is included in a paper, it will become nonproprietary.  The use of trade names, company names, and proprietary terms should be avoided unless the author has permission or the information is already in the public domain (such as information from documents submitted to the NRC public document room).  The Symposium proceedings will contain a general disclaimer indicating that ASME, NRC, Session Chairs, and Steering Committee members are not responsible for the content of the papers and that the papers are for information only. 

9. Presentation
The author's presentation at the Symposium should not cover issues outside the scope of the paper.  If the author will obtain additional data or test results beyond the deadline for submitting the paper, the author should mention the ongoing tests or evaluations in the paper.  The author could then discuss the test results during the presentation and make the information available at that time.
